The event has hosted hundreds of the 
world's top chefs, sommeliers, 
restaurateurs, food , wine, beer and 
travel media- including the most highly 
respected television presenters and 
producers - and has attracted a wide 
cross-section of the food-loving public to 
Adelaide and South Australia. 

While Tasting Australia began as a largely 
media-based event, its consumer 
component has grown. In 2007 Tasting

public. Some 50,000 people attended 
over eight days.
